Camp runs daily from 9:00 am–3:00 pm 

Drop-off: 9:00 am​
Pick-up: 3:00 pm sharp 

Please note: Camp staff begin daily debriefs and aftercare setup at 3:00 pm. Timely pickup 
helps keep our program running smoothly. 

We kindly ask that all parents and caregivers exit the farm by 9:15 am so we can begin morning 
circle on time. 

 

Before & After Care 
Before and after care is available Monday–Friday: 

Before Care: 8:30–9:00 am​
After Care: 3:15–4:30 pm (inquire about specialized after Camp needs) 

Cost: $20 per hour 

During extended care, campers may participate in farm tasks (gardening and animal care), 
outdoor free play, or quiet activities like reading and crafts. 

Please notify camp staff at drop-off or pick-up if you plan to use before or after care. 

 

Drop-Off & Pick-Up Policy (Please Read Carefully) 

Parking 

●​ Park only in the gravel/grassy area along Esopus Ave 
●​ Do not park in the road — this creates a safety hazard 
●​ Drive slowly — children and vehicles are present 

Check-In / Check-Out 

●​ Daily check-in and exit is through the farm store 
●​ Please do not cross fences 
●​ Walk your child to morning check-in 
●​ Afternoon pickup happens at your child’s camp space/tent 

 



What to Pack Each Day 
Summer weather varies — please dress accordingly and expect clothes to get dirty. 

Required Items 

●​ Labeled reusable water bottle 
●​ Hearty snack and lunch (pack extra snacks!) 
●​ Sunhat or baseball cap 
●​ Bathing suit and towel 
●​ Rain jacket or windbreaker 
●​ Extra change of clothes (including socks & underwear) 
●​ Extra pair of shoes or boots 
●​ Rain boots (optional) 
●​ Preferred sunscreen or bug spray 

Snack & Lunch Note: Kids eat a lot at farm camp—please pack additional snacks and filling 
foods. 

Sunscreen Note: If your child needs sunscreen applied in the morning, please apply at home 
before camp for best protection. 

 

Health & Immunizations 
Please bring immunization records on Day 1 if not already submitted. 

COVID vaccination is not required at this time. 

 

Special Concerns 
Please email us if your child has: 

●​ Medical needs (allergies, medications) 
●​ Dietary restrictions 
●​ Behavioral or learning needs

COVID Safety 
We follow Ulster County Department of Health guidelines for outdoor camps. Policies may 
change based on public health recommendations. 

Children should not attend camp if: 

●​ Anyone in their household has COVID symptoms 
●​ They’ve had close contact with a positive case in the past 14 days 
●​ They’ve tested positive within the past 10 days (preschoolers: 10-day quarantine) 

 

NEW: Air Quality Policy 
Though rarely enacted, we monitor daily Air Quality Index (AQI) levels: 

●​ Orange (101–150): Shorter, less intense outdoor activities 
●​ Red (151–200): Further reduced activity; indoor options or possible cancellation 
●​ Purple (200+): Outdoor activity canceled; camp may be canceled 

Policies follow Ulster County Department of Health guidance. 

 

Farm Store 
Our farm store may be open during drop-off and pick-up and features: 

●​ Eggs, maple syrup, produce, herbs 
●​ Seed Song Sheep yarn and local crafts 

Payment accepted: cash, check, Venmo, PayPal, IOU, and credit card (when staffed). 

On Fridays, campers often run a kids farm market — proceeds support camp projects and 
scholarships. 

 

Payment Plans & Scholarships 
Camp tuition: $400 per week​
Requests for payment plans or scholarships require a separate form.
